C.      Remain in the present as we plan for tomorrow
1. Don’t worry about tomorrow (plan-prepare)
2. Achieve and accomplish daily
D.     Focus on truth and facts
E.     Be prepared – Jesus told us in advance
F.     Recognize out of crisis the Holy Spirit brings people to Jesus
1. Time to remind people of God’s Grace
2. Time to have a hard talk and ask yourself and others hard questions
G. When life is not great claim Romans 8
